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Fringe musical features God as “buxom, well-hung, hermaphrodite”

CALGARY, Alberta – A Pincher Creek-based oil and gas professional is busy putting the final touches on her provocative new musical Eve: The True Story… a sinfully delicious musical for this year’s Calgary Fringe Festival.
