About Eve’s playwright . . . 

Originally from Montreal, Lynn Marie Calder has been a musician all her life, but only started writing songs 4 years ago. 

Proficient in piano and French horn, she occasionally played with the Crowsnest Pass Symphony Orchestra and the Pincher Creek Concert band while working as a public engagement specialist at a local sour gas processing plant. 

The inspiration . . . behind this new musical
About five years ago Calder came up with the idea for her alternative view of the Adam and Eve story, and began writing the script and music while researching how and where she could get the play produced. 

“The idea came to me out of the blue while I was meditating. I saw an image of a woman sitting in a rowboat writing in a book. I imagined myself looking over her shoulder and saw the words “The Book of Eve”. It took me a while to figure out what this message was all about. Once I remembered that the “book” is what you call the script for a musical, I never looked back,” says Calder. 

Calder had always loved musical theatre, but it never occurred to her to try writing her own play or music before. 

“Once I got into it I realized I had a lot to say about the traditional interpretation of the Garden of Eden story that I’d absorbed from my Baptist upbringing,” she says. “And, to my pleasure and surprise, I found I had all the skills needed to pull it off.” 

Calder took a leave of absence to devote her energy into making her dream come true. “There have been plenty of moments when I wanted to chuck it all. I still remember that my first reaction when I’d found out I’d gotten into the Fringe Festival was not excitement, but sheer terror. In fact, it was one of those dark periods that inspired Adam and Eve’s post-apple-eating-mutual-blame song, What Have You Done? – one of my favourites”, says Calder.
Then Calder had to learn the technical skills of directing, musical directing, stage management, sets, costumes, lighting, and sound, as well as all-important marketing necessities. She brought in professionals to help and provide input where needed.  

“While the creative parts of the process were quite new to me, I found that when it came to producing the play, the network and skills I developed in the business world in marketing, public involvement and project management were invaluable – something that sets me apart from your average artist,” says Calder.

“It’s the perfect project for a Gemini like me – so many varied and new challenges, I couldn’t possibly get bored!”
