About the cast . . . of Eve: The True Story 

The cast, a combination of amateur and professional actors, is working together for the first time. 

God’s shoes weren’t easy to fill, but Calder found a brave actor, Calgary’s Gary Donovan, who she thinks fits the role perfectly, “even if he is a man”, she jokes.
Pincher Creek’s Chris Cameron, who plays Adam, gets to sing When We Were One, the show’s poignant solo ballad.

The Serpent, played by Pincher Creek’s Ed Lindsell, seduces Adam and Eve with the humourous and sexy This Apple Can Talk.
Pincher Creek’s Jolaine Kelly, in the title role of Eve, gets the show rocking with the opening number, Wish You Were Here.
“I considered taking on an acting role myself,” says Calder, “but decided that it would be better for me as a playwright if I were not in the thick of things”, says Calder. As it is, Calder is directing the show and playing keyboard, which she says is plenty.

 “It’s a special treat for a cast to be involved in a new play and help in its development, although it’s a lot more work. Actors normally only get to work on a play once it’s published”, says Calder. “Although workshopping the play to see what works and what doesn’t is a typical process for a play in development, it was new for all of us, including me. We had to learn as we went”. 

“As we went through the script, we asked questions like would the Serpent or God say that? Would Adam or Eve do that? Is there a better way to show it rather than tell it? Many of the people involved, including co-writer Dan Arnold, have a great sense of humour, and contributed some of the funniest lines”. 

 “In a collaborative process like this, you really do get to see how the sum is greater than the parts, which incidentally, is the central theme of the show,” says Calder. “I couldn’t have done it alone, that’s for sure”.
